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This is not a true abstract sent to the workshop, but a TEMPLATE to illustrate how we can introduce the different elements that form a real abstract.

The defined TEMPLATE is the only way to send your communications, so no other format is accepted. The local committee will require you to adapt your communications if it is not at the adequate format.

The extension of your abstract is restricted to one page, so if when using this TEMPLATE you obtain an abstract with more than one page you must reduce the content till one page.
